For almost a millennium, the Bachkovski Monastery
has been one of Bulgaria’s great centres of worship,
enlightenment and the spirit, as well as a sacred site of
Eastern Orthodoxy. The Monastery is Bulgaria’s second
largest, and is stauropegic: subordinated directly to the Synod
of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church. The Georgian brothers
Gregorius and Abasios Pakourianus built it on the northern
slopes of the Rhodope mountains in 1083 after the Emperor
Alexios I Comnenes (1081-1118) awarded Gregorius large
estates in the Eastern provinces and Thrace for warlike
exploits. The brothers composed the Monastery’s Typicon
(Articles) in Greek, Georgian, and Armenian.

The Monastery contains the three churches of Sv
Sv Arhangeli (the Holy Archangels; built at the time
of the abbey’s institution), the main church of Uspenie
Bogorodichno (the Assumption of Mary; 1601) and Sv
Nikolay (St Nicholas; 1838) along with an ossuary chapel
built in 1084.

Three cultures meet at the Monastery: Byzantine,
Georgian, and Bulgarian. The unique architectural and
artistic monuments are rich in
murals, icons, and carved timber
