SPECIFICATIONS

Bulgarian monarch Khan Tervel (unk., to 721AD) of the
Dulo dynasty, son of Asparuh and grandson of Kubrat, rose to
the throne around 700AD. Evidence and legend about him
intertwine to build the image of a far-sighted ruler, brave warrior,
and saviour of Europe from the Arab Conquest.

As early as 705AD Tervel helped Emperor Justinian Il reclaim
the Byzantine throne. In gratitude, Justinian granted him the title
of Caesar and ceded the Theme of Zagoria (in north eastern
Thrace) to his rule, expanding the Bulgarian Empire south of the
Stara Planina or Balkan range. When the Basileos attempted to
recoup Zagoria, Tervel routed him at Anchialus (708AD). In
716AD  Emperor Theodosius Il and the Bulgarian Khan
contracted a treaty for peace and commerce that held for almost
40 years. The pact affirmed the new boundary between Bulgaria
and Byzantium and imposed an annual tribute on the Byzan-
tines.

Amid Byzantine power struggles in the early 8th Century,
the Arab Khalifate conquered Byzantium’s Middle Eastern
provinces before advancing on Europe, first in Spain and then
against Constantinople, in 717AD. A huge Arab army besieged the
Byzantine metropolis by land and sea.
Basileos Leo Il Isaurian pleaded for help
to Tervel. Arduous warfare saw the Bulgar-
ian and Roman armies breach the siege.
The Arabs were repulsed, and the Muslim
conquest stalled for all of six centuries.
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Gabrovski all mention Tervel in their

works, making him recognised across
Christendom. More recent speculation has

it that he was canonised for services as

saviour of Europe from the Arabs under

the name of Trivelius (or Tribellius) Theok-
