Section I. DEFINITIONS

4. Policykolder is the person who signs the insurance contract with the
Insurer and pays the premium specified in the contract. If the insurance
is on the Policyholder’s life, he s also Insured.

5. Iusured (s the person whose life is covered by the policy.

6. Insurance period is the period for which the insurance contract is
concluded,

7. Period of insurance coverage is the period during which the Insurer
cavers the risks defined in the Policy.

8. Insuraice event is an evem that has occurved with the Insured
during the insurance period outside the Country of Residence, which
according to the risks covered by the contracy leads 0 the payment of
insurance amount or a percentage of il.

SECTION VIIi. TERMINATION AND/OR CHANGE IN THE

5. Any person who has supplicd its personal data is entitled to access
them, and (he right Lo request comrection under (he teyms and conditions
of the PDPA.
