Elin Pelin

Elin Pelin is a classic of Bulgarian literature. For
over a century, generations of Bulgarians have grown
up with his works.

Elin Pelin was born on 18 July 1877 as Dimitar
Stoyanov in the family of Yoto Vardzhiata at Baylovo,
near Sofia. Though he never finished school, the lad
was inquisitive, widely read, and fond of drawing. As
young as 18, he started teaching in his native village.
Later, under the patronage of Prof Ivan Shishmanov, he
went on to work at the University and National Librar-
ies, following on for 20 years as a curator at the Ivan
Vazov House Museum in Sofia. Throughout his
writing life, Elin Pelin contributed to and edited a
number of literary and children’s publications. He
chaired the Bulgarian Writers’ Union in 1920-1921
and 1940-1941, becoming a Regular Member of the
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences in 1940. An unsuc-
cessful assassination attempt in October 1944 saw
satirist Boris Rumenov killed instead of him. Elin Pelin
died at 72 in his home on the pretty Sofia street that
today bears his name.

The Elin Pelin pen name first appeared as early
as 1897 in the authoritative Balgarski Pregled journal,
rapidly winning broad renown. The talented writer’s
funny tales, poems, and short stories for children and
adults quickly won enthusiastic admirers, being read
and recited from school and chitalishte reading-room
lecterns across Bulgaria. Elin Pelin’s trademark
characters Yan Bibian, Pizho and Pendo, Yordan
Geraka, Sivushka and Belcho, Lazar Dabaka,
Andreshko, Dyado Mateyko, and a myriad others,
became daily realities for millions of Bulgarians. The
writer’s unsurpassed ability to weep the tears and cheer
the joys of Bulgarian countryfolk comes across in
splendid stories like The Windmill, A Scourge of God,
Dead Man’s Journey, An April Fool, Along the Furrow,
the novel Geratsite, and the short story cycle Beneath
the Abbey Vine. Suffused with sincere sympathy and
sparkling joy, his bright works leave a lasting trace.

Today, Elin Pelin’s name graces many Bulgarian
schools and reading-rooms, a town and village near his
birthplace, and a cape on Smith Island in the Antarctic.
