St. Euthymius, Patriarch of Tarnovo, was a prominent scholar and the last
Patriarch of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom, who left an indelible mark on
Bulgarian culture and literature. However, the historical facts of his life and
work are very scarce. His birth year vary in different sources from 1320 to
1330 and his death - from 1402 to 1405. Nothing is known about his
secular name, and what kind of education and where he got it. It is
believed that he came from a noble family in Tarnovo and was one of the
first disciples and the first assistant to the remarkable clergyman Theodosius
of Tarnovo in the Nativity of the Virgin Mary Monastery in Kilifarevo
Mountain. In 1363, Euthymius went to a monastery in Constantinople,
thereafter also to Mount Athos. His return to Bulgaria and settlement in the
Holy Trinity Monastery near Tarnovo in 1371 marked the beginning of his
extensive literary accomplishments.

St. Patriarch Euthymius of Tarnovo translated a number of liturgical texts
and prayers, wrote hagiographies and praising epistles. His literary work is
truly extensive and remarkable: from perfecting the Bulgarian orthography
to reforming liturgical books in the 14th century. In this way, literary unity
of form and content was achieved, and common language rules were
established. This period of the literary language development is therefore
compared to the flourishing of the Golden Age during Tsar Simeon'’s reign.
The church books copied and edited in the new orthography were also
used in liturgical practices of the neighbouring Slavonic countries.

In 1375, St. Euthymius of Tarnovo was elected Bulgarian Patriarch. In 1393,
the royal city of Tarnovo was besieged by Ottoman troops. In the absence
of the Bulgarian Tsar Shishman, Patriarch Euthymius led defenders. After
the fall of Tarnovo, hundreds of city noblemen were killed. St. Patriarch
Euthymius was exiled in the Bachkovo Monastery where he died.
